Dear Lake Erie Silver Dolphin Swimmer,

Soon another short course swim season will be behind us and we will be moving on to long course season.  LESD is beginning to prepare for our annual spring awards banquet.  Many awards are given for records broken, Outstanding Swimmer and Most Improved Swimmer. There is also an opportunity to become a member of the 100, 200 or even the 300 Second Clubs and receive a t-shirt prize.  How is this calculated?   I will compare best times for each swim from the short course 2006-2007 season to those achieved this 2007-2008 short course season, and mathematically calculate the improvement. I use the formulas below for distance events.

If you swim:

 500 Free, I will use ½ of the seconds improved

1000 Free 1/3 of the seconds improved

1650 Free ¼ of the seconds improved

2000 Free 1/8 of the seconds improved

3000 Free 1/8 of the seconds improved

All other distances, I use 100% of the amount of seconds improved.

 If it has been more than a year since you last swam the event, I will divide the improvement by the number of years since you last swam the event.  Example below:

2006-2007

2007-2008
500 Free 5:57.07
500 Free 5:42.05 = 15.02 seconds improved take  ½ because the distance is a 500 =  7.51 divided by the number seasons since last swum 2 seasons = 3.755 seconds of time improvement.    

In preparation for the 100 Second Club calculations, I ask the swimmers or parents to, please fill out the calculation and return to the address found on the top of the form. Only use best times that have been swum at an official USA swimming sanctioned meet.   I can use only yard times. No Disqualified Time can be used.  I will be verifying times that you give me against my data base and USA Swimming swims data base.  If you give me a time that I cannot verify I might make a phone call to you to find out where the time you gave me came form.  If you were on LESD the last 2006-2007 short course season, I already have your beginning times. You must notify me if you would like to use a split or lead-off relay time for calculation purposes.   

If you were not on LESD before the end of short course 2006-2007, I need to have either your end times from short course 07 season or your first swim times this short course season, 2007-2008. So, the new LESD swimmer for this short course season will send me two sets of times on separate sheets of paper.  One set of best times ending for short course 2006-2007 (if they swam for another team), and another set of best times for this short course 2007-2008. You may photo copy this form and indicate the 2006-2007 season or the 2007-2008 season. If this is your first season swimming, you will only have one season of times to give me.  If you transferred from another team and have times from last season then you will give me two sets of time. 

 By filling out this form, you will help make sure that I will not miss any of your best times.  If you have any questions please do not hesitate to contact me.
